There are no trails here, instead you venture into the mountains and set the pace and direction of 
choice – climbing un-named mountain tops, fishing for trout in hidden lakes and picking fresh berries. 
Fall is the best time to experience this region with its changing vibrant colors, crisp air and mountain 
delicacies. 

Enjoy two nights of wilderness camping high up in the mountains. The talented guide cooks up a 
feast while others relax around the camp fire. Three nights are spent in a unique Viking lodge, 
overlooking the waters of Jorm. With a crackling fire pit, sheepskin-covered seating arrangements 
and a long timber table set with hand-made pottery and iron-wrought cutlery, it’s as if the lodge is 
awaiting the return of savage Vikings from a day of rampage.
